CITY COUNCIL REGULAR AGENDA ITEMS

e Number of construction permits for June was 585. This is down compared with the same month
last year, but the value of the construction edged up 5% to about $6,100,000, due to an increase
in the number of new residential and commercial buildings.

June 2016 represents nearly a 90% improvement over the same month in 2015. The increase is
due in large part to being fully staffed in this Division. Rental inspections were up 25% with the
new rental inspector continuing to train.

e Two Planning Commission cases and four Zoning Board of Appeals cases were processed in June.
Six Historic Preservation Commission cases were processed with $2,825 in Funk Grant monies
awarded.

e Provided mutual aid 31 times and received mutual aid 9 times.

e EMS personnel provided 64 hours of training time to EMS and BACC students.

Crime Investigations Division (CID)

CID assigned 181 new cases for investigation in June. The case load being carried by CID had the
following dispositions: 37 cases were cleared by arrest, 2 cases were cleared with juvenile
arrest, and 97 were administratively closed, exceptionally cleared or were unfounded.

Cyber Crimes Unit

The Cyber Crimes Unit, which investigates crimes involving but not limited to child pornography,
network intrusion and online scams, continued to operate in cooperation with the US Secret
Service (USSS) and the Federal Bureau of Investigations (FBI). The Unit has 16 open/active cases.

VICE Unit

The VICE Unit opened 12 cases and served four search warrants. The Unit purchased 51 grams of
crack cocaine, 2 grams of powder cocaine, 27 grams of cannabis, and 178 grams of synthetic
cannabinoids. They seized 43 grams of crack cocaine, 57 grams of cannabis, 5 units of LSD, 4 grams
of methamphetamine, 2,480 grams of synthetic cannabinoids, 2 guns, 2 vehicles and $60,330.

Street Crimes Unit

Street Crimes made 30 probable cause arrests, 16 warrant arrests, seized 116 grams of cannabis, 0.1
gram of crack cocaine, .25 dosage units of Vicodin, 17 dosage units of Colzapam, one gun, and
$11,528.

Criminal Intelligence & Analysis Unit (CIAU)
e InJune, a member of the CIAU prepared court reports and testified as an expert witness in a local
gang case. CIAU prepared and presented four hours of training to a new lateral transfer officer

regarding Intelligence Led Policing and Problem Oriented Policing. Staff also provided

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investigative support to four cases involving local gunfire.

Staff worked in conjunction with Information Services on several wireless video surveillance
projects including the installation of a new Pan-Tilt-Zoom camera in the downtown corridor
designed to enhance patrol response during times of pedestrian congestion in the 500 block of
Main Street.

Downtown

On June 18, while conducting foot patrol in the alley near the 100 block of W. Market, officers
located a subject in the alley that was smoking cannabis. The subject was issued an ordinance
violation for possession of cannabis, confiscating 2.8 grams of cannabis.

On June 24, officers were flagged down by staff of a bar in the 500 block of North Main who had
identified someone attempting to use an ID belonging to another subject within the same group.
Both subjects were issued ordinance violations as a result.

Officers observed a vehicle traveling in the downtown area that was stopped for violations
indicative of intoxicated driving. The subject was ultimately arrested and processed for DUl by a
third shift officer.

Totals for the month include 72 hours of overtime, 119 bar checks, two DUIs, 11 ordinance
violations, two parking citations, five fights, 11 calls for service, five arrests, and one vehicle
towed. Ordinance violations issued include one challenge to fight, three public urination, one
open alcohol, and one fraudulent identification.

Major cases include:

Officers responded to the 1600 block of Martin Luther King Drive for a reported vehicle burglary.
Descriptions of two suspects were developed and within half an hour two suspects were stopped.
Both were charged with burglary and remain in custody.

Officers responded to a report of a possible burglary in progress at Burpo's Boutique. When
officers arrived, a subject fled to the second floor where he was taken into custody and charged
with burglary.

A juvenile female was shot during a reported drive-by in the 300 block of South Madison Street.
She was treated for a non-life threatening injury.

Officers responded to several calls of a large fight in Turnberry Village Apartment Complex. Three
adults were arrested for aggravated battery and mob action. Another adult and one juvenile who
were involved were arrested for possessing a quantity of large caliber rifle ammunition.

PUBLIC WORKS

View Expanded Monthly Public Works Report

Approximately 24,500 residences are serviced weekly and an average of 29.10 pounds of
household garbage were picked up each week.

479 miles were swept during the month of June 2016.

Office staff handled 1,316 calls during the month of June 2016

Fleet received 1,274 phone calls during the month of June 2016.

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WATER

View Water Quality Report

e Daily pumpage for June 2016 was 11.4 million gallons per day, compared to an average of 9.9
million gallons per day in June of 2015. The June pumpage diverged from the multi-year trend of
lower amounts. Higher temperatures and drier conditions are likely factors for the higher
demand.

o Nitrate levels in the both the Lake Bloomington Reservoir and the Evergreen Lake Reservoir
declined during June.

e Continued to pump from Evergreen Lake in June. We switched pumping from Lake Bloomington
to Evergreen Lake on December 19, 2015, because of better water quality.

e InJune, the City experienced 1 water main breaks/water main leaks.

e Continued to replace and repaired water service lines and curb stops. Several of these were very
old lead (the metal) service lines. Removal of lead from the system helps the City maintain safe
water quality and is in accordance with lead water standards.

e During the month of June the department located/cleared 2,279 JULIES, and issued 47 JULIES.

e Installed 253 Radio Frequency (RF) meters during June. With the 253 meters installed for the
month the Department has converted approximately 95% of the total meter inventory.

e Staff installed 71 new residential water meters during the month of June.

e The Billing and Cashier representatives handled 5,141 incoming phone calls in June of 2016.

e Rick Twait, Superintendent of Water Purification, and Maria Lemke of The Nature Conservancy
presented a talk entitled “Green infrastructure for Source Water Protection and Biodiversity
Improvement in Bloomington, lllinois” at the American Water Works Association Annual
Conference and Exhibition in Chicago on June 20, 2016.
