Crisis Documentation – Submit all that apply
· Crisis Verification form – included with application

· Rental Assistance – Late notice from landlord, Eviction Notice or Rental Arrears form (link)

· Mortgage Assistance – Late notice from lending institution or Mortgage Arrears form (link)

· Utility Assistance – Late notice from utility company, Disconnect Notice, or Utility Arrears form (link)
· Medical Assistance – Copy of bill dated after March 17, 2020 and statement indicating inability to pay

· Child Care Assistance – Denial notice from the Child Care Assistance Program
