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On the Cover 

In FY 2013, as directed by City Council through the AcƟon Agenda Plan, the City began to invesƟgate the sta-
tus of its pension obligaƟons and funding levels. The City has three main pension plans: the Illinois Municipal 
ReƟrement Fund (IMRF) and the Police and Fire pension funds. During its invesƟgaƟon, the City determined 
that the IMRF, the City’s largest pension fund represenƟng 1,045 members, was 82% funded while the Police 
and Fire pension funds, each with about 200 members, were falling behind with 50-60% funding.  

AddiƟonally, recent State of Illinois legislaƟon now requires Police and Fire pensions to be funded at 90% by 
FY 2040. To achieve this goal, the State recommended to municipaliƟes a minimum annual contribuƟon. How-
ever, in analyzing this legislaƟon it became evident that the contribuƟon recommendaƟons were small in the 
early years of the State’s plan and then increased substanƟally in the last several years of the plan, a pracƟce 
determined by the City to be an unsustainable one that would cause an inequitable tax burden on future gen-
eraƟons.  

In response to this finding, the Finance department worked with City Council, Police and Fire pension boards, 
its independent actuary, the AdministraƟon and Finance CommiƩee and the public to develop a pension 
funding policy. The resulƟng ordinance represents a culminaƟon of the input and analysis obtained through-
out that 15 months of collaboraƟve work. 

The adopƟon by City Council of the Police and Fire Pension Funding Ordinance in late 2013 resulted in an ap-
proximate $1.6 million increase in pension contribuƟons in FY 2015 and subsequent increases on average of 
$1.2 million for the next four years. 
 
The  benefits  of  this  funding 
plan  are major, resulƟng in full 
funding for the City’s Police and 
Fire pension plans as well as 
providing nearly $70 million in 
savings over Ɵme versus the 
State’s recommended minimum 
annual contribuƟon, as dis-
played in the graph to the right. 

When approaching the FY 2015 
budget, City Council was faced 
with many difficult decisions in 
order to fund the City’s in-
creased pension obligaƟons. 
Council evaluated many opƟons 
including cuts to programs and 
services but found significant reducƟons were not in the best interest of the community. UlƟmately, modest 
cuts were balanced with the adopƟon of a uƟlity tax increase on electric, natural gas, water and telecommu-
nicaƟon usage. While this was a difficult decision for City Council to make, the proceeds from the uƟlity tax 
will help in part to meet the needs of the new Police and Fire Pension Funding Policy, producing long-term, 
substanƟal savings for the community over Ɵme.

The Bloomington City Council adopted 
its fiscal year 2015 budget on April 21, 
2014. The budget is the City’s business 
plan to reflect the community’s priori-
Ɵes and values through funding the ser-
vices, programs, and projects that main-
tain the quality of life in Bloomington. 
The City’s total budget of $180.4 million 
funds essenƟal services through the en-
acƟon of key one-Ɵme iniƟaƟves and 
criƟcal uƟlity infrastructure repair and 
upgrade projects. 

The FY 2015 budget is the sixth annual 
spending plan developed during the 

worst economic downturn since the Great Depression. During periods 
of slow growth, minimal development acƟvity, and high unemployment, 
there is sƟll a demand for consistent, reliable, and quality local govern-
ment services. However, like many ciƟes who have dealt with these 
condiƟons, we face a persistent challenge of conƟnual operaƟons in an 
environment where the growth of expenditures outpaces the growth in 
revenues. A conƟnuous review of our baseline services and the realign-
ment of resources to fund the needs and prioriƟes of the community at 
the appropriate level will be an ongoing necessity of staff, city admin-
istraƟon, elected officials, and you, the ciƟzens.  

As we look toward the challenges ahead, the City’s budget and finance 
teams will monitor the fluctuaƟng condiƟons so the quality of life our 
residents expect can be sustained in a Ɵmely and financially prudent 
manner for the City of Bloomington for the next one hundred years. 

This Budget in Brief document presents summary informaƟon which 
you can find in greater detail in the FY 2015 Adopted Budget document. 
Within these pages you will find high-level informaƟon in regards to City 
revenues and expenditures, departmental budget informaƟon, and cap-
ital improvement projects. The full budget document can be viewed 
online at www.cityblm.org or you can request to pick up a CD through 
the City’s Finance Department at 434-2233.

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The City of Bloomington is located in the heart of Central 
Illinois, approximately 125 miles southwest of Chicago, 155 
miles northeast of St. Louis, and 64 miles northeast of 
Springfield, the State Capital. Bloomington is the County 
Seat of McLean County, the largest county in Illinois 
(approximately 762,240 acres). Bloomington (pop. 76,610- 
2010 Census) is a twin city with the Town of Normal (pop. 
52,497- 2010 Census). Interstates 39, 55, and 74 converge 
in Bloomington-Normal, as well as US Route 51 and State 
Route 9.  

The Twin Cities are serviced by two major railroad lines and 
Amtrak, as well as air transportation at the Central Illinois 
Regional Airport.  This airport has been recognized as one 
of the fastest growing airports in the country, which serves 
commuter, corporate, and private aircraft.  

Bloomington is located in one of the utmost productive ag-
ricultural areas in the nation; however, the economy is di-
verse and well-balanced. In addition to major manufactur-
ers and industries  there are two universities, two colleges, 
two hospitals, a convention center, a coliseum, a recrea-
tional ice center, one indoor mall, one outdoor mall, and 
multiple financial institutions located within Bloomington-
Normal.  

The City of Bloomington is organized and operates under a 
council/manager form of government. The nine Alderman 
on the council are elected by their nine respective wards 
and the Mayor is elected at-large. Collectively, the council serves in a leadership capacity such as, provides 
policy direcƟon responsive to citizens' needs and wishes, approves the allocation of City resources, and ap-
points a City Manager.  

The City Manager serves the Mayor, City Council, and the community.  This position offers the benefits of 
training and experience in the administration of local government projects and programs on behalf of the 
governing body. The Manager prepares a budget for consideration by the Mayor and Council; recruits, hires, 
and supervises the City staff; serves as the chief adviser to the Mayor and Council; and carries out policies 

adopted by the City Council. The Mayor, City Council, and citizens rely 
on the City Manager to provide complete and objective information, 
pros and cons of alternatives, and long-term consequences.

City Services 

The City of Bloomington is a full service city which provides Police, Fire & EMS, Public Works, Planning & Code 
Enforcement, Parks, RecreaƟon & Cultural Arts, Library, and Water services to all residents.

The Budget Process 
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The City of Bloomington adopts a legally binding annual budget in accordance with Chapter 65 of the Illinois 
Compiled Statutes.  The City’s Fiscal Year runs from May 1st to April 30th. The City’s budget serves as a 
roadmap for the fiscal year’s expenditures and reflects the goals and prioriƟes of the City’s elected officials. 
The budget is formulated with the aid, support and input of the ciƟzens of Bloomington, City staff, and vari-
ous boards and commiƩees. The City’s budget process begins in August with the formaƟon of a budget cal-
endar and ends in April with the final budget adopƟon by the City Council. FormulaƟon of the budget is a 
criƟcal and difficult process that involves analyzing ciƟzen input and data, projecƟng available revenue 
sources, idenƟfying prioriƟes, allocaƟng resources and expenditures, reviewing City performance data, ne-
goƟaƟng and anƟcipaƟng department budgets and establishing the fees, charges and taxes necessary to 
provide adequate levels of services to the ciƟzens of Bloomington.

The City’s General Fund 

The General Fund is the primary operaƟng fund of 
the City.  It accounts for the resources used to pay 
for the services tradiƟonally associated with local 
government. Included  are police and fire protec-
Ɵon, parks and recreaƟon,  planning and economic 
development, general  administraƟon of the City 
and any other acƟvity for which a special fund has 
not been created. The water, sewer, storm water, 
golf operaƟons, US Cellular Coliseum, and Abra-
ham Lincoln parking funds are self-supporƟng, so 
the revenue from and expenses incurred by these 
funds are excluded from the General Fund. Reve-
nues that exceed the cost of providing General 
Fund services are added to the General Fund Unre-
served Fund Balance. This excess revenue can be 
used to finance future capital improvements and/
or provide a reserve for future emergencies.

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Property Taxes 

The amount you pay in property taxes is based on the fair cash value 
of your home as idenƟfied by the City of Bloomington Township As-
sessor. The Property Tax Code states that each property shall be as-
sessed at 33.33% of fair cash value. This means that property owners 
pay taxes on one-third of their respecƟve property. The taxable value 
is then calculated by the tax rates established by the various taxing 
bodies within corporate limits. The City of Bloomington’s 2013 tax 
rate payable in 2014 is 1.06121. Therefore, City taxes collected in FY 
2015 on a $173,539 home, which is the City average, total $613.81 
based on the adopted tax rate of $1.06121 per $100 valuaƟon.  The 
total amount of property taxes paid based on a $173,539 home is

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Capital Improvement Plan 

The Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) details the City’s investment in large construcƟon, acquisiƟon, and 
maintenance projects as well as large capital expenditures for replacement equipment. The expenditures in 
the CIP are not accounted for in the General Fund expenses and are kept separate from rouƟne operaƟonal 
costs.  This separate fund structure enhances an understanding of the City’s capital acƟviƟes, and helps to 
avoid confusion in financial resource trend informaƟon when capital and operaƟng acƟviƟes are mixed. 

The City is currently preparing a much more comprehensive, long-term CIP to address up to $400 million in 
deferred capital costs related to the Streets and Sidewalks Master Plan, Sewer and Storm Water Master Plan 
and other long-range planning documents. 

The City has five capital project funds which represent the City’s Capital Improvement Plan in the 2015 fiscal 
year budget. The following provides a brief descripƟon of each fund: 

 Capital  Improvement Project  Fund - This fund accounts for revenue and expenditures related to 
infrastructure projects financed as part of the City’s capital improvement plan. 

 Motor Fuel Tax (MFT) Fund - This fund accounts for the revenue and expenditures related to motor 
fuel tax collected by the State of Illinois and distributed to the City of Bloomington based on popula-
Ɵon. 

 Water  Fund  - This fund accounts for revenue and expenses related to infrastructure projects fi-
nanced as part of the City’s water improvement plan. 

 Sewer  Fund  - This fund accounts for revenue and expenses related to infrastructure projects fi-
nanced as part of the City’s sewer improvement plan. 

 Storm Water Fund - This fund accounts for revenue and expenses related to infrastructure projects 
financed as part of the City’s storm water improvement plan.

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Performance Measurement Program 
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The City uƟlizes performance data to idenƟfy efficiencies and 
potenƟal inefficiencies for the purpose of improving services, 
responsible budgeƟng and enhancing transparency in local 
government. On a monthly basis, each department/division 
that comprises City government reports key performance 
indicators to City leaders for the purpose of monitoring 
performance levels and tracking progress on established 
goals. In FY 2014, the City was recognized by the InternaƟonal 
City/County Management AssociaƟon (ICMA) Center for 
Performance Measurement™ (CPM) for superior performance 
management efforts and awarded a CerƟficate of DisƟncƟon. 
Bloomington joined an elite group of only 8 other jurisdicƟons 
naƟonwide in achieving this accomplishment.  
 
The ICMA CPM program assesses a local government’s 
performance management program and encourages analysis 
of results by comparing to peers and gauging performance 
over Ɵme. Performance management aids in cost reducƟon, 
program prioriƟzaƟon, and quality improvement. It also 

encourages accountability and transparency.   
 
Criteria for the CerƟficate of DisƟncƟon include:  
 
 ReporƟng of performance data to the public through 
budgets, newsleƩers, and/or informaƟon provided to elected 
officials  
 Data verificaƟon efforts to ensure reliability  
 Staff training  
 Use of performance data in strategic planning and 
operaƟonal decision-making  
 Sharing of performance measurement knowledge with 
other local governments through presentaƟons, site visits, and 
other networking.  

 
In FY 2014, the City parƟcipated in the ICMA CPM Comprehensive Performance Management Program, a 
naƟonwide performance analysis program which analyzes 18 unique service areas provided by the City.  The 
program compared the City’s performance levels and costs for service to other parƟcipaƟng jurisdicƟons. 
The outcome allows City leaders to make evidence-based decisions, set appropriate budget targets, and 
implement proven cost and Ɵme saving pracƟces.

Budget RecogniƟon 

Annually, the City produces a Budget Document detailing the 
City’s expected revenues and planned expenditures. The City’s 
Budget Document is modeled aŌer the best pracƟces in 
governmental budget presentaƟon as recognized by the 
Government Finance Officers AssociaƟon (GFOA). The City’s FY 
2014 Budget Document was awarded GFOA’s DisƟnguished 
Budget PresentaƟon. The award represents a significant 
achievement by the City.  It reflects the commitment of the 
governing body and staff to meeƟng the highest principles of 
governmental budgeƟng.  In order to receive the budget award, 
the City had to saƟsfy naƟonally recognized guidelines for 
effecƟve budget presentaƟon.  These guidelines are designed to 
assess how well the City’s budget serves as: 

 a policy document 

 a financial plan 

 an operaƟons guide 

 a communicaƟons device 

 
The City’s FY 2015 Budget Document will again be considered for the award and would mark the 4th 
consecuƟve year the City has received this honor. The City’s FY 2015 Budget Document includes the 2014 
AcƟon Plan which outlines the prioriƟes of the City and gives ciƟzens an idea of what long-term goals and 
plans are and a Capital Improvement Plan that authorizes and provides the basis for control of expenditures 
in the acquisiƟon of significant City assets and construcƟon of all capital faciliƟes. These two plans, along 
with the City’s Comprehensive Plan, guide both policy and budgetary decisions each budget cycle. 

 
City Manager Hales stated, “The City will conƟnue to uƟlize best pracƟces in finance management and 
budget preparaƟon. The City’s robust and comprehensive budget process seeks to foster the criƟcal input 
from City leaders and responsibly allocate ciƟzen tax dollars for the 
beƩerment of the community. The City’s Annual Budget Document 
serves as a one stop informaƟon source to anyone interested in 
learning about where our community is now and where we plan to 
go in the future.”

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Last Year On the Cover: Fire Infrastructure Investment 
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In FY 2012, the City made a commitment to de-
vote resources and investments in the infrastruc-
ture of the City’s Fire Department. The infrastruc-
ture consisted of vehicle and equipment replace-
ment, fire staƟon renovaƟon projects, construc-
Ɵon of a regional fire training facility, addiƟon of 
three firefighter/paramedics, and the iniƟal stages 
of a progressive modernizaƟon of the fire depart-
ment facility plan through the Illinois Fire Chiefs 
AssociaƟon and Five Bugles ConsulƟng Firm. 
  
Through the integraƟon of the facility and service 
analysis, conducted by the Illinois Fire Chiefs Asso-
ciaƟon and Five Bugles ConsulƟng Firm, the City 
developed a solid roadmap for the direcƟon of 
Fire department’s staffing, equipment, and facili-
Ɵes to serve City residents over the next fiŌy 
years. These facility upgrades will improve the air 
quality and enhance the safety and long-term via-
bility of all City Fire StaƟons. 
  
The Bloomington City Council approved the pur-
chase of 4 heavy-duty ambulances to replace the 
City’s worn fleet of ambulances during FY 2012. 
These new ambulances include addiƟonal room 
and storage which allows City firefighter/paramedics to address the various needs that arise within the City 
of Bloomington, including carrying SCBA and firefighƟng gear. Furthermore, the City purchased and placed 
in service a 2012 Pierce fire engine pumper that has been posiƟoned at StaƟon #6 which serves the eastern 
side of the community as well as Central Illinois Regional Airport. This fire engine has been designed with 
supplemental storage to enhance the City’s advanced medical response in this secƟon of the City. Finally, in 
FY 2013 the City purchased and ordered a 75-foot aerial ladder truck which is staƟoned out of StaƟon #1 
that serves Downtown Bloomington and Illinois Wesleyan University. 
  
Through the assistance of 88th District State RepresentaƟve Daniel P. Brady, the City completed the con-
strucƟon of a Regional Fire Training Tower located at StaƟon #2 within the City of Bloomington. The facility 
will allow the City and area fire departments to undergo live fire training exercises and other emergencies 
scenarios in a real world environment. The Fire department is coordinaƟng the facility's use with area paid 
and volunteer agencies. Through new leadership within the Fire department and the dedicaƟon of mulƟple 
employees, these new enhancements in public safety present a first-rate opportunity for the future of the 
Bloomington Fire department and the ciƟzens of our community. 
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Looking Forward 

In 2009, the City of Bloom-
ington’s General Fund and 
several others were in a neg-
aƟve posiƟon and cash re-
serves were nearly depleted. 
A large structural deficit re-
quired the eliminaƟon of 71 
fullƟme posiƟons, limited 
equipment purchases, and 
forced the City to borrow for 
a small street resurfacing 
project. Today, the General 
Fund balance is near $13 
million, the City’s credit 
raƟng is up, and criƟcal capi-
tal equipment is starƟng to 
be replaced. SƟll, despite 
posiƟve progress over recent 
years, the FY 2015 budget 
process proved to be a diffi-

cult one, and based on three-year projecƟons, the City’s fiscal challenges will be ongoing for several years. 
 
The Mayor and Council have made a concerted effort to address many of the City’s fiscal challenges in the 
FY 2015 budget. The City recently began to address some of the capital maintenance needs for roads by is-
suing a $10 million bond and by adopƟng a local motor fuel tax earmarked for road repair. The City also ad-
dressed some of its long-term pension liabiliƟes by passing a policy that increased funding to the Police and 
Fire pensions, saving $70 million over thirty years in the process, while also enacƟng a uƟlity tax increase 
earmarked for paying into those pension funds. However, the uƟlity tax increase only provides a porƟon of 
what is needed to fund pensions. More work must be done to address the City’s fiscal challenges, and the 
Mayor and City Council have made it clear that they are dedicated to acƟvely addressing those issues that 
the City will face now and in the coming years. 
 
The budget for fiscal year 2015 makes great strides towards securing the City’s fiscal health in the future, 
but more progress will need to be made to guarantee the City’s financial solvency. The City will face many 
fiscal challenges, including some from deferred capital maintenance, rising labor costs and inefficiency due 
to understaffing or underfunding. It is important now more than ever to formulate prudent, responsible fi-
nancial planning in order to overcome the fiscal obstacles facing the City. 
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Frequently Asked QuesƟons 

What do my property taxes pay for? Property taxes help 
pay for Police, Fire, Parks & RecreaƟon, Public Works, Li-
brary, and Planning. 

Who  is  responsible  for  assessing my  property’s  value? 
Your property value is assessed by the City of Blooming-
ton Township. For more informaƟon on your property as-

Why  do my  property  taxes  increase when  the market 
value of my house has decreased? Property taxes are as-
sessed by the City of Bloomington Township and are 
based on your property’s assessed value, not your proper-
ty’s real market value at any given Ɵme.  

Why has my property assessment changed?  

Illinois law requires the assessor to update values at least 
once every four years.  The tax year 2008 falls in the four- 
year cycle.  When your property was reviewed, the asses-
sor may have found updates not previously on the record 
that added to value.  Your property appraisal was com-
pleted using the most recent sales transacƟon in your ar-
ea.  If the old value was out of line with transacƟons over 
the past three years, your value was changed to reflect 
changes in market condiƟon since your property was last 
valued.  

What are the legal requirements for my assessment? 

The Property Tax Code states that each property shall be 
assessed at 33 1/3% of “Fair Cash Value”. 

What method (s) are used by the assessor to value my 
property? 

The process and methods used by the assessor are very 
similar to those used by private appraisers.  Property 
transacƟons over the past three years are studied in the 
market area where your property is located.  These trans-
acƟons are then compared to your property to help the 
appraiser esƟmate your property value.

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Adopted Budget: The budget as finally adopted by the City Council and represenƟng the financial plan of the City for 
the fiscal year idenƟfied, which forms a basis for appropriaƟons. The adopted budget document includes Budget Com-
miƩee and City Council revisions; however, certain changes to the adopted budget are allowed during the fiscal year via 
resoluƟon or ordinance. The adopted budget becomes effecƟve May1st and is submiƩed to the State for filing within 
30 days aŌer adopƟon of each year. 

Approved budget: The budget that has been approved by the City Council. The data from the approved budget is pub-
lished in the Budget Message before the budget hearing. 

Assessed ValuaƟon (AV): The value set on taxable property determined by the City of Bloomington Township Assessor 
as a basis for levying property taxes.  

Capital Improvement Program (CIP): Annual appropriaƟons from specific funding sources are shown in the City’s budg-
et for certain capital purposes such as street improvements, building construcƟon, and some kinds of facility mainte-
nance. These appropriaƟons are supported by a mulƟ-year allocaƟon plan detailing all projects, fund sources, and ex-
penditure amounts including many mulƟ-year projects that require funding beyond the one-year period of the annual 
budget. 

Charges for Service: Revenues received as compensaƟon for a service provided or cost recovery for mandated compli-
ance, such as fire inspecƟon fees. 

Fees: General term used for any charge levied by local government in connecƟon with providing a service, permiƫng 
an acƟvity, or imposing a fine or penalty. Major types of fees include building permits, business and non-business taxes, 
fines, and user charges. 

Fiscal Year: A 12-month period to which the annual operaƟng budget applies. The fiscal year is May 1 through April 30 
for The City of Bloomington.  
 
Full Time Equivalent (FTE): A calculaƟon used to convert part-Ɵme hours to equivalent full-Ɵme posiƟons. Full Ɵme em-
ployee salaries are based on 2,080 hours per year. The full-Ɵme equivalent of a part-Ɵme employee is calculated by 
dividing the number of hours budgeted by 2,080. For example, a .5 FTE budgeted posiƟon will work 1,040 hours. 
Staffing levels are measured in FTE’s to give a consistent comparison from year to year. In most cases, 1.00 FTE is one 
full Ɵme posiƟon filled for the enƟre year; however, in some instances an FTE may consist of several part Ɵme posi-
Ɵons. 

Fund: A fiscal and accounƟng enƟty with a self-balancing set of accounts. Records cash and other financial resources 
together with all related liabiliƟes and residual equiƟes or balances and changes therein. These are segregated for the 
purpose of carrying on specific acƟviƟes or aƩaining certain objecƟves in accordance with special regulaƟons, re-
stricƟons, or limitaƟons. 

Levy: Gross amount of property taxes imposed on taxable property. The net amount received by a government will be 
less than the gross levy as a result of delinquent or uncollecƟble payments or early payment discounts. Budgets are de-
veloped on the basis of the projected amount of property taxes to be received. 

Proposed  Budget:  Financial and operaƟng plan proposed and submiƩed by City Staff for Council consideraƟon and 
adopƟon. 

Resources: Total of revenues, interfund transfers in, and beginning fund balance. 

Revenue: Monies received during the year to finance City services. Such as property taxes, franchise fees, license and 
fees, charges for services, revenues from other governmental agencies, fines and forfeitures, and transfers. 

Working Capital: The amount carried over from year to year. It is based on the difference between esƟmated revenues 
to projected expenditures.
